Class Overview –The AP Spanish Literature course (Spanish 5-AP) is intended to be the equivalent of a third-year college introduction to Peninsular and Latin American Literature.  It is a comprehensive/survey course of study.  Students read a wide range of literary works from Spain and Latin America.  These works range from 12th century medieval romances to early 21sth century short stories and novels.  This course will prepare students to analyze the form and content of literary works, as well as to write well-organized critical essays in Spanish based on the texts read.  At the end of the school year (May 2017), students are expected to take the Advanced Placement (AP) Spanish Literature Exam .  

Grades – The grade for each nine-week grading period is composed of the following parts:

3 exams = 60%

Many quizzes = 20%

Participation & homework = 20%
Calendar: 

Quizzes:  Every second to third class meeting.

Exams:    Every third week.
Homework -  Homework may be graded for content quality or completion.  Quiz grades will reflect how well you have done your homework assignments.


Tests – All tests and quizzes will be taken in silence.  The penalty for cheating is a ZERO; there is no opportunity to make up the quiz or test.  Cover sheets will be provided.  NO electronic device of any type is allowed during a testing period.

Student Handbook – All Eanes ISD policies will be followed.
